Energy Star has a Challenge out 

to Congregations,  

 

ENERGY STAR:  Your 

congregation can more easily 

improve stewardship of your 

budget’s energy dollars, and of 

the earth by reducing energy 

waste and energy costs, while 

protecting the environment.   

Financial Return/Stewardship 

It would be a bit naïve to believe that the green 

streaming of churches in America is purely 

altruistic. The reality is that green development 

strategies are increasingly recognized for 

increasing financial rates of return by decreasing 

operating costs.  The perception of increased up-

front costs associated with green development is 

also being shaken. 

In the past few years, green building 

technologies, products, materials and furnishings 

have become far cheaper and more widely 

available.  In response to consumer demand, 

individual lighting, temperature controls, and 

low-flow faucets are available at lower rates.  

Incentive, grant, and rebate programs are also 

available from sources such as utilities and 

governmental agencies. 

For too long, "stewardship" has been incorrectly 

defined by the Church as spending as few dollars 

as possible, particularly in regard to up-front 

building construction costs. Today, ministries 

across the country are discovering that if they 

donôt spend the money now to start doing 

upgrades in stages, that it will cost them a lot 

more in the long run.  By doing nothing, and 

waiting until they have the money, the upgrades 

could have been paid for by the savings in 

energy. This will reduce long-term costs, freeing 

up money for ministry. 

Steps towards going green: Our church will 

begin with an energy audit of its current energy 

use to determine the current cost of energy being 

used on all our buildings. We will look for things 

that we can change such as lighting switches to 

control the lights of the building, new state-of-

the-art thermostats that can track & control the 

energy being used, switching to new energy-

efficient lighting, etc.  As much of 30 percent of 

the energy used is most often wasted energy.  

We need to start going green TODAY.  The 

longer we take to change, the more it will cost us 

in money and doing the ministry we are called to 

do.

As the company describes it: ñScrip is 

substitute money that consumers can use to 

purchase groceries, fuel, clothing, toys, and 

more which is used as a fundraising tool for 

your nonprofit organizationò.    

 

Basically, it is a plan which allows us to buy gift 

certificates for items we already purchase, but 

we would receive various percentages back from 

Scrip.  We, the Church/School would purchase 

them ahead of time, and then before shopping, 

you buy them from us at face value, i.e. $5 for a 

$5 gift card.  The advantage, though, is that the 

Church/School will receive a percentage in 

return.   

 

For example, Borders gift cards are available 

in $25.00 increments, and we receive 8% in 

return.  Other merchants are Home Depot, 

Sears, Shell Gas, etc.  STAY TUNED, Iôd 

like to get this underway in the very near future. 

  

I pray you and your family have had a blessed 

summer so far and that you continue to enjoy the 

simple but wonderful things God has to offer, 

such as the sunshine, warm breezes, the sounds 

of birds singing and even the rains.  And letôs not 

forget the blessings of the joy our beaches bring.

Welcome back I hope you and your 

family had a good summer and are ready 

for all those great fall activities. How did 

you spend your summer vacation will be 

the question for the next few weeks. 

Well here at Emanuel there is something 

new, different and exciting taking place. 

It is called the SMP program.  

  

SMPP (Specific Ministry Pastoral 

Program) what is this and what has the 

congregation and John Gallaer gotten 

into? I believe that is the question on all 

of our minds since I announced my 

interest in pursuing a journey to become 

a Pastor.  

  

To start at the beginning, the synod is 

looking to make contact with 100 

million people presenting the gospel 

message and opportunity to respond to 

Jesus call. In addition, the synod is 

looking to start ministries in specific 

areas, start-up general congregations, 

and work to revitalize existing 

congregations. In order to do this the 

synod voted last summer at our 

convention to start a new path to 

ordination called SMPP. The support 

was over-whelming with 80% of the 

delegates voting for this new opportunity 

to do ministry. This is an opportunity for 

men to start working in ministry as a 

second career in the mission field right 

away. The synod has acknowledged that 

there are individuals with training, 

knowledge, life experiences, and 

ministry involvement who would be 

good candidates for this opportunity. So 

we have a synod that has a need, 

individuals who had good starting 

points, and men who have a calling on 

their hearts for ministry work. The 

perfect opportunity for a new ministry 

by the synod, which is exactly what, was 

done at our convention last July 2007. 

  

For Emanuel and me this is wonderful 

unique opportunity to develop ministries 

and bring the gospel message in different 

ways to the community. This is an 

opportunity to support our pastor, 

existing committees, and special 

ministries. With this opportunity we will 

be able to do what Pastor Benke has 

called for each congregation to do and 

become a ñmission stationò within our 

community. 

  

For me personally, I am truly humbled to 

have this opportunity offered by the 

synod and to be able to answer a call that 

goes back over 40 years. To be able to 

serve my congregation, ñmy church 

familyò, and the communities Emanuel 

serves is a wonderful honor and 

privilege for me. As the Vicar of 

Emanuel with the opportunity to do 

ministry here is a wonderful blending of 

many blessing. I thank you for your 

support and words of encouragement 

while looking forward to working with 

each of you. I will ask you for your 

input, ideas, assistance, but mostly for 

your daily prayers.
