Very 
little else changed in his 40 years of ministry. 
 

As Emanuel gets ready to publicly receive another group of wonderful 
adults into membership and shared discipleship, it’s clear to me that even 
the connections that people have to their church have changed.  The new 
cyber/internet/electronic communication connection is as important these 
days as in-person worship, fellowship, and service, but they can’t replace 
it.  They are as important as being physically present and active in 
worship, fellowship, and service and personally connected to the pastor, 
but are not a substitute.  The new connection is a change as important as 
when automobiles and telephones were first used for ministry, but then, as 
now, the truth is that no one can really be a part of the Body of Christ 
unless it’s in person. 
 

It’s all very interesting and exciting.  The temptation is to let the changes 
become the center of our lives. That would be a mistake.  Keep in mind 
that while the church and our beautiful Emanuel will always face changes 
(of all kinds), the real treasure continues to be found in what never 
changes or goes away.  That, of course, is the Father’s love for us and for all 
people in His Son Jesus.  That’s why there’s no substitute for being 
personally connected.

Now that the summer season is halfway through; it is time to start back to school shopping. Some of 

you may be sending your children off to college.  We received our first Christmas catalogue, which already has 
us thinking about the holidays.

Now it is time to get your Stewardship in good standing with 
our personal time, talent, and finances in order.  

 
Over the next months the Stewardship Committee is going to put forth some principals for you to 

prayerfully consider about your relationship to God and Emanuel. 

I. God's Stewards Are God's Stewards 

What does this mean:  
We are God's stewards (managers) first because God created us; He formed our bodies before we were born. 
We are God's stewards second because God redeemed us and made us His own through Holy Baptism. 
Therefore we belong to Him and everything we have belongs to Him. 

What does God's Word say about this? 
Genesis 1:1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth 
Genesis 1:27 So God created man in His own image, in the image of God He created him; male and female 
He created them. 
Isaiah 43:1 But now, this is what the LORD says--He who created you, O Jacob, He who formed you, O 
Israel: "Fear not, for I have redeemed you; I have summoned you by name; you are mine." 
2 Corinthians 5:16-17 So from now on we regard no one from a worldly point of view. Though we once 
regarded Christ in this way, we do so no longer. Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old 
has gone, the new has come! (God made us new creatures when we were baptized in His name; the old, sinful 
nature is gone; the new Christ nature has come. 
Ephesians 2:8-10 For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith--and this not from yourselves, it is 
the gift of God--not by works, so that no one can boast. For we are God's workmanship, created in Christ Jesus 
to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do. (It is totally God's gift to us that we are saved. 
We do not have to and we cannot do anything to earn salvation for ourselves. We can't even believe on our 
own. In fact, all the good things we do are things God planned for us to do before we were born.) 

How is this done? 
As children of God through faith in Jesus Christ, and with the Holy Spirit's help, we will: 

 Recognize that it is through God's actions that we are made stewards; 
 Respect all Christian stewards because they belong to God; 
 Remind ourselves and each other that we are God's new creation each day; 
 Always name the name of the Lord who has given us all gifts of time, talent, and treasure, to use for Him; 

and 
 Always talk about stewardship to include all areas of life, in money, in time, and in talents to use for the 

Lord, and never limit it to just money or any other single area of life (talents or time). 
As children of God through faith in Jesus Christ, and with the Holy Spirit's help, we will not:  
Tell God's people that when they give of their time, talent, and treasures they are merely donors, clients, or 
customers or that giving is a way to get something from God
