
 

This month I want to throw some numbers at you.  They tell an 
interesting story.   
 

As of the 2000 census, there were 1.4 million people living in 
Suffolk County of which 964,721 claimed membership in one of 
50 different religious groups worshipping in 498 churches.   
 

These groups include churches of Lutherans, Unitarian 
Universalists, Conservative Baptists, Jews, Pentecostal 
Holiness, Salvation Army, Ukrainian, Muslim, Catholic and 
many others.  The total adult membership of these churches 
was 68,500 people.  But, 964,721 said they belonged to a 
religious group!  
 

These numbers boggle my mind.  Think of it.  Over 964,000 
people in our county say they affiliated with a religious group, 
but only 68,500 actually hold church membership.   
 

I always thought the mission field in Suffolk County was made 
up of people who had no church background and had never 
heard of Jesus Christ.  These numbers tell me the biggest 
mission field in Suffolk County is made of ñpostò church people.  
We call them ñinactivesò. 
 

Now consider Emanuelôs numbers.  We currently have a 
congregation of 477 active adult, confirmed members.  When we 
include baptized children the number jumps to 585.  I recently 
counted 58 ñrecentò inactive members and 239 ñoldò inactives.   
 

The elders and I are working on a system of member care that 
will hopefully keep any more of our people from becoming 
statisti cs.

Emanuel Lutheran Church History  

  

By George Fiebe, Jr., member Emanuel Lutheran Church, Patchogue  
 

My grandfather, Martin Beck, was born on June 5, 1879 in Germany and came to the United 
States as a boy of 14 years old, seeking work and a better life.  He settled in Patchogue and 
attended church at Sayville Lutheran.  As one of the people instrumental in establishing a 
Missouri Synod church in Patchogue, he would later become its first trustee.  
 

He chose the picture of the Lord Jesus with his sheep 
and Lord Jesus befriending and caring for three little 
girls, all three being my grandfatherôs daughters.  This 
stained glass window is located on the left side of the 
church towards the altar.  The baby sitting on Jesusô 
lap was my grandfatherôs youngest daughter, my 
mother Alberta, who lived to 86 years of age when she 
passed away in the year 2001.  The other children 
kneeling at Jesusô feet are my two aunts, Mathilda 
Beck Praetorius, who died in the 1990ôs at almost 90 
years old; and Minerva Beck Grigas, who died just this 
past January at 97 years old.
