Weôre pleased to share some exciting news about a new program for Emanuel Lutheran School.  Itôs 
called ñscripò, and itôs the fundraising program that works while you shop. 
 

Scrip is simply a word that means ñsubstitute moneyò ï in other words, scrip is gift certificates from 
national and local retailers.  Theyôre the same gift certificates that you buy at the store.  Many 
popular retailers participate in our scrip program including JCPenney, The Gap, Shell, Stop and 
Shop, Applebees and many, many others. 
 

Youôre probably asking yourself how these stores help us raise money.  Itôs simpleðscrip 
participating retailers agree to sell gift certificates to our school at a discount.  Member families like 
yours buy the certificates for full face value, they redeem them for full face value, and our school 
keeps the difference as revenue.  And scrip is exciting, because everybody wins: 
 

o The retailer gets cash up front and repeat businessé 

o You get a powerful fundraising alternative that involves no selling é 

o Our school gets a regular source of revenue. 
 

The beauty of scrip is that you put your regular household shopping dollars to work.  You earn money 
for our school without spending a single additional pen ny.  Just spend your regular shopping dollars 
with scrip at the stores that participate in the scrip program!  And scrip can be used for just about 
any household purchase including food, clothing, entertainment, gasoline and even dining out.  
Enclosed is a list of the participating retailers and a family order form for non -computer users. 
 

Itôs very simple to get started: 
 

1) Go to www.shopwithscrip.com  and follow directions to creating a user account. Our school 
enro llment code is 8698L86B22599 .  When registering please enter your childôs 
teacher if youôre a school family. 

2) If you wish to pay online go to ñcreate a PrestoPay accountò and follow the  
directions.  

3) If you choose to pay by check please make checks payable to Emanuel  
Lutheran Scrip Program.  Cash is also accepted. 

 

Orders will be placed every Monday morning by 11:00 a.m. and delivered to our school Wednesday 
mornings. If you are paying by check, the check must be cleared by 11:00 am or your order will not be 
filled until the following week.  All returned checks are  
 subject to our banks returned check fee. The gift cards will be placed in an envelope and sent home 
with your child that afternoon.  Church members may elect to pick up their orders from the schoo l 
secretary or on Sunday morning.  Just let me know which option works better for you.  
 

Please invite your friends and family to shop with us and support our school.  The more families 
participating, the more money our school will earn!  

This program will work in conjunc tion with IGive.com and         A+ Bonus Bucks for 
students, not as a replacement.  
 

The Emanuel Lutheran Scrip Program promises to be a simple and effective fundraising program.  If 
you have any questions please feel free to contact me at 447-2870 or via email.

 This is the fourth Biblical Stewardship Principle:  
 

IV. God's Stewards are Uniquely Singular, yet Profoundly Plural  What does this mean?  
 

God's stewards recognize that their lives are not something they do on their own by themselves. All 
things we do are personal responses to God. We live all our lives with other Christians so people in the 
world may know there is a God in heaven and He loves them and so come to faith. 
 

What does God's Wor d say about this?  
 

Romans 12:4 -5 Just as each of us has one body with many members, and these members do not all 
have the same function, so in Christ we who are many form one body, and each member belongs to all 
the others. (God wants each of us to have a special place in His family and do which He plans for each 

of us; what each of us does affects everyone else in God's family.)͖  
1 Corinthians 12:12 -13 The body is a unit, though it is made up of many parts; and though all its 
parts are many, they form one body. So it is with Christ. For we were all baptized by one Spirit into one 
body--whether Jews or Greeks, slave or free--and we were all given the one Spirit to drink. (We all have 
been given gifts to help each other and God's church. Each gift is different from another because there 
are many things to do in God's kingdom and different tasks require different gifts. Yet God makes us 

One in Jesus.)͖  
1 Peter 4:10  Each one should use whatever gift he has received to serve others, faithfully 
administering God's grace in its various forms. (God wants us to use the gifts we have been given to 

help and serve others. God's great love shows itself in many ways.)͖  
2 Corinthians 8:13 -14 Our desire is not that others might be relieved while you are hard pressed, but 
that there might be equality. At the present time your plenty will supply what they need, so that in turn 
their plenty will supply what you need. T hen there will be equality. (Paul was telling the Christians in 
Corinth that God wants us to help each other so that those who have much might help those who have 

too little. That way, no one has too much or too little.)͖ 
Galatians 6:10  Therefore, as we have opportunity, let us do good to all people, especially to those who 
belong to the family of believers. 

How is this done?  
As children of God through faith in Jesus Christ, and with the Holy Spirit's help, we will:  
 

w Emphasize that God has made each of us unique and given each one specific gifts. He gives us the 
privilege of using those gifts to honor Him and bless others. He will ask us how we have used our 

gifts;͖w Recognize that each person will use the gifts God gives in the way that only he or she can use 
them; how you use God's gifts will be different from the way someone else would use similar gifts; and 

yet͖w Know that we are all members of the Body of Christ and that we are to use our gifts and work 

together with other believers for God's kingdom;͖w Encourage each other to recognize, care for, and 

use the gifts God has given to us;͖ w Rejoice in the gifts God has given to others for the good of the 

Kingdom; and͖w Remind each other that God showers blessings upon those who manage them wisely 
and well for the common good. 

As children of God through faith in Jesus Christ, and with the Holy Spirit's help,  
 we will not:  

 

͖we  Say or think or act as if one person's gift (for example, our own) is more important than another 

person's gift; we cannot ignore or put down the gifts God has given to others; or͖ w Lead others to 
think that we do not need each other and each other's gifts as we work together in God's Kingdom.
